Clinton’s presidential campaign. In defeat, she blamed
her loss on Trump-Russia collusion even though Special
Counsel Robert Mueller found no evidence to prove it
ever happened.

James Comey: After President Trump
fired Mr. Comey from his position of
FBI Director, he (Comey) leaked to
the media confidential memos he had
written following private meetings
with the President. Comey hoped his
leaking would trigger a special counsel
to investigate President Trump, and Comey soon got
his wish.

President Trump fired Comey just four months after
taking office. The President cited Comey’s treatment
of the Hillary Clinton email investigation, particularly
Comey’s sudden decision to clear Mrs. Clinton of
criminal wrongdoing before he even interviewed her.
Comey was FBI director when Operation Crossfire
Hurricane began in the summer of 2016.

Comey’s memoir, A Higher Loyalty, evokes his alleged
high ethics and principles. Still, according to National
Review, he “may well have misled the FISA Court and
probably lied under oath to a House committee.”

Loretta Lynch: She was President

. Barack Obama’s second Attorney

. General. Lynch headed up the

¢ Justice Department through the 2016
, campaign, including the time when
Trump’s Democrat opponent Hillary
Clinton was facing scrutiny for
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mishandling classified information on the private email
server she used while she was Secretary of State.

Lynch gained widespread publicity from her meeting
with former President Bill Clinton on an airport tarmac
for a still-unexplained discussion just a week before
James Comey cleared Hillary Clinton of criminal
wrongdoing. President Trump has long suspected
malfeasance by the Obama-Lynch Justice Department in
the matter of Mrs. Clinton’s suspicious exoneration.

Robert Mueller: Appointed Special
Counsel after then-FBI Director James
Comey (a close personal friend of
Mueller’s) illegally leaked government
property (memos of private meetings
with President Trump) to the New

- A York Times. Comey intended the leak
to trigger appointment of a Special Counsel to get back
at Trump, and that is exactly what happened.

One of Mueller’s first moves as Special Counsel was

to hire a team of high-powered liberal lawyers and
prosecutors, many of whom were long-time Democrat
donors and supporters. The controversial tactics of
Mueller and his team came to a head in January 2019
when informal Trump adviser Roger Stone, a target of
the Mueller probe, was arrested at his Florida home.
Instead of allowing Stone to turn himself in on charges
of lying to investigators, Mueller sent an FBI SWAT
team armed with automatic weapons to Stone’s home in
early-morning darkness. A crew from CNN was on hand
to film it all.

After 22 months and at a cost of over $25 million, the
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Mueller investigation found no evidence of a Trump-
Russia conspiracy to steal the 2016 presidential election.
Nor did Mueller charge the President with obstructing
justice. Shortly after submitting his report to Attorney
General William Barr, Mueller announced his
retirement from government, but not before appearing
at a July 2019 congressional hearing where he failed to
substantiate any credible allegations of Trump campaign
collusion with Russian operatives or of alleged Trump
obstruction of justice.

Andrew McCabe: His position as
Deputy FBI Director gave McCabe a
critical role in both Operation Crossfire
Hurricane and the Hillary Clinton
email investigation. McCabe became a
regular target of President Trump’s as
the Mueller investigation progressed.

Then-Attorney General Jeff Sessions fired McCabe just
prior to his scheduled retirement from the FBI. McCabe
also became the target of a criminal referral for lying to
investigators about secret conversations between FBI
employees and the Wall Street Journal. And, by his
own admission in a February 2019 interview with 60
Minutes, McCabe attempted to stage a coup to remove
President Trump by way of deliberate misuse of the 25
Amendment to the Constitution.

Barack Obama: When FBI lawyer Lisa Page wrote
in a text message to her boyfriend and co-worker Peter
Strzok, “POTUS wants to know everything we’re
doing,” she immediately cast Obama as having full
knowledge of the Operation Crossfire Hurricane spy
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operation on the Trump campaign.
President Trump has directly accused
Obama of spying on him, and Obama
has yet to answer to the corruption and
abuse of power that is now a hallmark
of his Presidency.

Bruce and Nellie Ohr: The married couple came

to public attention in 2018, when Mr. Ohr, a deputy
associate attorney general in the U.S. Department

of Justice, was identified by conservative media as
having a central role in starting the probe into Russian
interference in the 2016 Presidential campaign.

At the time, Ohr was in contact with ex-British spy
Christopher Steele, who developed the Steele dossier
full of salacious and unverified dirt on then-candidate
Trump. Those contacts with Steele were mentioned

in the so-called Nunes memo, written by Rep. Devin
Nunes, chairman House Intelligence Committee, which
was released in February 2018.

Mrs. Ohr (Nellie) during this period worked for Fusion
GPS, the political research firm that hired Mr. Steele.
She later brought information to her husband, which he
then passed onto the FBI.

Lisa Page: The now former-FBI attorney worked on
both the Clinton email probe and the Trump-Russia
probe. She is probably best known for her text
message exchanges with her FBI agent boyfriend, Peter
Strzok. Many of the messages were harshly critical of
presidential candidate Donald Trump, such as the one
in which she called Trump a “loathsome human.” Page
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and Strzok also mentioned preventing Mr. Trump from
becoming President. In a series of Twitter messages,
Trump answered back, labeling Page as one of the “FBI
lovers” who he thought was out to get him.

Glenn Simpson: Simpson’s company, Fusion GPS,
conducted the investigation that resulted in the
infamous Steele dossier. Fusion GPS began the 2016
election year under contract from the Washington Free
Beacon news website to investigate the background of
presidential candidate Donald Trump. When Trump
took an insurmountable lead in the Republican primary,
the Washington Free Beacon abandoned the project,
but the Hillary Clinton campaign and the Democratic
National Committee agreed to pick it up.

Peter Strzok: Once a high-level FBI
counterintelligence agent, Strzok
headed up Operation Crossfire
Hurricane, the code name for the FBI
spy operation on the 2016 Trump
presidential campaign. He also
worked closely with Andrew McCabe
on the FBI coverup of Hillary Clinton’s mishandling of
classified information.

In numerous text messages with girlfriend and FBI
lawyer Lisa Page, the two discussed their loathing
of Donald Trump. In one message, Strzok alluded
to an “insurance policy” they would unleash in the
event Trump defeated Hillary Clinton. It is believed
this so-called insurance policy was a special counsel
investigation of alleged Trump-Russia collusion.
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Christopher Steele: Fusion GPS contracted with Mr.
Steele, a former British spy, to conduct opposition
research on 2016 presidential candidate Donald

Trump. Eventually, Steele wrote 17 different memos
that allegedly proved Russia had information that

would destroy the Trump candidacy — and that it was
blackmailing him into the pockets of Vladimir Putin and
the Kremlin. In other words, Mr. Steele said Donald
Trump was under Russia’s control. These memos came
to be known as the “Steele dossier.”

The FBI used the Steele dossier to justify applications
for secret warrants to spy on various figures in the
Trump presidential campaign. However, the FBI

failed to verify most of the information in the Steele
dossier, and did not tell the FISA Court that Clinton for
President and the Democratic National Committee were
paying for Mr. Steele’s work.

Although the Steele dossier was proven to be largely
bogus, it became the foundation for the entire Trump-
Russia collusion hoax. With it, the FBI made Operation
Crossfire Hurricane fully operational. Eventually,

the Steele dossier was leaked to the media, further
compounding the Deep State damage to the 2016 Trump
campaign.

Bob Barr represented the 7th District of Georgia
